SEPTEMBER 19TH 
On Sept 19th, Rolling Stones FB posted 4 messages
including thepictured post: a native video upload of
a live performance, which reached 2.3m, 454K
video views and 31K reactions. The other 3 posts
were geoAtargeted to Czech Republic (5.5K reach),
Bulgaria (2.3K reach) and Spain (32K reach).

MusicScreenUK posted a message to global fanbase
with a gif that reached 556 fans.

On Twitter, RS tweeted 2 messages today about the
VIP tickets (66K impressions) as well as a general
HM post (120K impressions).

MusicScreenUK tweeted three foreign language
messages again to Czech Republic, Bulgaria and
Spain (70K impressions)



SEPTEMBER 18TH
On Sept 18th, MusicScreenUK posted a Facebook Live Q&A
with director Paul Dugdale and curated by our own Elizabeth.
It reached 4.8K with 1.8K video views with 125 reactions
and 366 post clicks. On RS Facebook, there was a geoA
targeted post to Spain, which reached 40K with 632 post
clicks and 243 reactions.
